About the cost effective measures to improve this home's performance ratings

If you are a tenant, before undertaking any work you should check the terms of your lease and obtain
approval from your landlord if the lease either requires it, or makes no express provision for such work.

Lower cost measures (typically up to £500 each)

These measures are relatively inexpensive to install and are worth tackling first. Some of them may be
installed as DIY projects.

1 Loft insulation

Loft insulation laid in the loft space or between roof rafters to a depth of at least 270 mm will significantly
reduce heat loss through the roof; this will improve levels of comfort, reduce energy use and lower fuel bills.
Insulation should not be placed below any cold water storage tank, any such tank should also be insulated
on its sides and top, and there should be boarding on battens over the insulation to provide safe access
between the loft hatch and the cold water tank. The insulation can be installed by professional contractors
but also by a capable DIY enthusiast. Loose granules may be used instead of insulation quilt; this form of
loft insulation can be blown into place and can be useful where access is difficult. The loft space must have
adequate ventilation to prevent dampness; seek advice about this if unsure. Further information about loft
insulation and details of local contractors can be obtained from the National Insulation Association
(www.nationalinsulationassociation.org.uk). It should be noted that building standards may apply to this
work.

2 Low energy lighting

Replacement of traditional light bulbs with energy saving recommended ones will reduce lighting costs over
the lifetime of the bulb, and they last up to 12 times longer than ordinary light bulbs. Also consider selecting
low energy light fittings when redecorating; contact the Lighting Association for your nearest stockist of
Domestic Energy Efficient Lighting Scheme fittings.

3 Heating controls (room thermostat)

The heating system should have a room thermostat to enable the boiler to switch off when no heat is
required. A competent heating engineer should be asked to do this work. Insist that the thermostat switches
off the boiler as well as the pump and that the thermostatic radiator valve is removed from any radiator in
the same room as the thermostat. Building regulations may apply to this work, so it is best to obtain advice
from your local authority building standards department and from a qualified heating engineer.

5 Solar photovoltaic (PV) panels

A solar PV system is one which converts light directly into electricity via panels placed on the roof with no
waste and no emissions. This electricity is used throughout the home in the same way as the electricity
purchased from an energy supplier. The British Photovoltaic Association has up-to-date information on
local installers who are qualified electricians and on any grant that may be available, or call 0800 512 012
(Energy Saving Trust). Planning restrictions may apply in certain neighbourhoods and you should check
this with the local authority. Building regulations may apply to this work, so it is best to obtain advice from
your local authority building standards department and from a suitably qualified electrician.

What can | do today?

Actions that will save money and reduce the impact of your home on the environment include:

¢ Ensure that you understand the dwelling and how its energy systems are intended to work so as to obtain
the maximum benefit in terms of reducing energy use and CO,emissions.

¢ If you have a conservatory or sunroom, avoid heating it in order to use it in cold weather and close doors
between the conservatory and dwelling.

¢ Check that your heating system thermostat is not set too high (in a home, 21°C in the living room is
suggested) and use the timer to ensure you only heat the building when necessary.

¢ Make sure your hot water is not too hot - a cylinder thermostat need not normally be higher than 60°C.

e Turn off lights when not needed and do not leave appliances on standby. Remember not to leave chargers
(e.g. for mobile phones) turned on when you are not using them.

¢ Close your curtains at night to reduce heat escaping through the windows.
e If you're not filling up the washing machine, tumble dryer or dishwasher, use the half-load or economy
programme. Minimise the use of tumble dryers and dry clothes outdoors where possible.

1.1 THE SURVEYORS
The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report and a generic Mortgage

Valuation Report for Lending Purposes. The Seller has also engaged the Surveyors to provide an
Energy Report in the format prescribed by the accredited Energy Company.

The Surveyors are authorised to provide a transcript or retype of the generic Mortgage Valuation
Report on to Lender specific pro-forma. Transcript reports are commonly requested by Brokers and
Lenders. The transcript report will be in the format required by the Lender but will contain the same
information, inspection date and valuation figure as the generic Mortgage Valuation Report and the
Single Survey. The Surveyors will decline any transcript request which requires the provision of
information additional to the information in the Report and the generic Mortgage Valuation Report until
the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the Purchaser's
lender or conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general comment on standard
appropriate supplementary documentation. In the event of a significant amount of documentation
being provided to the Surveyors, an additional fee may be incurred by the Purchaser. Any additional
fee will be agreed in writing.

If information is provided to the Surveyors during the conveyancing process which materially affects
the valuation stated in the Report and generic Mortgage Valuation Report, the Surveyors reserve the
right to reconsider the valuation.

Institution of Chartered Surveyors. It includes an Energy Report as required by Statute and this is in
the format of the accredited Energy Company. In addition, the Surveyor has agreed to supply a
generic Mortgage Valuation Report.

2.2 THE INSPECTION
The Inspection is a general surface examination of those parts of the Property which are accessible: in

other words, visible and readily available for examination from ground and floor levels, without risk of
causing damage to the Property or injury to the Surveyor.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property at floor level and from
ground level within the site and adjoining public areas, without the need to move any obstructions.
Any references to left or right are taken facing the front of the property.

The Inspection is carried out with the Seller's permission, without causing damage to the building or
contents. Furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved.
